How computers are used to assist learning

There is a pod of computers in each classroom and every classroom is connected to the Internet. Children have regular access to the
computers bothin class time and at other times. Computer and technologyuse are integrated into units of work across the curriculum
from Prep — Year 7 and are used for a wide range of purposes from teaching basic literacy skills to movie making.

Social climate

Promoting the overall health and wellbeing of children is a high priority at Rainworth State School. This is reflected in the School
Opinion survey. Rainworth students rated the school climate more positively than the average rating in like schools in each of the four
questions relating to school climate. There is a strong culture of peer support which is promoted through the student buddy program.

Involving parents in their child’s education.

Parents are an integral part of the strong Rainworth school community. There is an active parent body which has been
successful in accessing grants which have played a significant role in developing the school site as a stimulating learning
environment. The annual fundraising Rainbow Carnival is managed and organised by parents.

The latest survey carried out as part of a Triennial School Review indicates that the sense of community which exists between
parents, childrenand staff is one of the most highly valued aspects of the school. The working group that managed the review
was made up of equal members of parents and staff.

There is a strong culture of parent involvement in the classroom. Parents assist with all types of classroom activities ranging
from Support-A-Reader to the creative arts.

Culminating days are regularly held to showcase student work to parents and other familymembers. These are always well
attended and the children are enthusiastic about presenting their learning for the term.
