Rainworth Open Day

The best way to view a school is to see it operating during a school day. At Rainworth we like to present our
school on a typical school day of learning. Feel free to join us on Wednesday 27 May between 9.30am and
11.00am. The morning will enable you to meet staff and students and see the school in action. Students will
host visitors around the school grounds and facilities. If you are aware of families who may be considering
Rainworth as a primary school for their children please let them know about our Open Day.

Year 3, 5 and 7 Tests and QCATS for Years 4 and 6

The Year 3, 5 and 7 Tests were once developed and managed by each state education department. These
tests are now called NAPLAN (National Assessment Program for Literacy and Numeracy) and are now
managed and delivered on a national level to all students in Years 3, 5 and 7. Each child in these year levels
in Queensland will sit the NAPLAN tests on 12, 13 and 14 May. Teachers and parents will receive extensive
diagnostic results from the tests. These results allow us to pinpoint areas of learning and teaching that we are
doing well and areas that need attention. This year our students in Year 6 will undertake the Year 7 test
papers, however, not in test conditions. Stephen will be working with the Year 6 students during this task using
the testing as a teaching episode where assistance will be given to students where necessary.

QCATS are not tests, rather tasks that students in Years 4 and 6 undertake in various aspects of the
curriculum. This year the task is English. The Year 4 students have completed the task and the Year 6
students will be doing the task on April 29 and 30.

Walking, Wheeling Wednesdays

This initiative continues to thrive. All classes are taking part and the number of students walking or wheeling to
and from school each Wednesday continues to grow. All students who walk or wheel to school will receive a
“Walk Safely to School Day” sticker on Friday. Posters to promote this will be placed in classrooms and
students will be encouraged to discuss the benefits — some of these include:

. To promote and use public transport and reduce traffic congestion
. To stay fit, active and healthy
. To reduce vehicle emissions to tackle climate change and improve air quality

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Cross Country School Challenge

Ashgrove Rangers’ Athletics Club will once again
conduct a cross-country event for the primary schools
in the Ashgrove area. Rainworth has been invited to
participate in this event that will be held at Dorrington
Park, Ashgrove on Thursday 30 April.

The inaugural event was held in 2006 where a
number of schools participated for the Ron and Joyce
Petfield Team Trophies and this event will run again
this year.

In 2006 the distance of the event was 3km and this
has been reduced to 2km to better cater for younger
competitors. Races are separate according to
gender; the girls’ race will start at 3.45pm and the
boys’ race will start at 4.00pm. The course is two laps
of the park and includes a small hill and is held within
the boundary of the park so safety is good.

There will be team event for boys and a separate
team event for girls. A team consists of four runners
and the result will be determined by adding the
finishing places of the first four runners from each
school. The lowest score will be the winning team.
There is no limit to the number of participants who
can enter from our school.

There is no entry cost but all runners are required to
individually register. The Club is keen to encourage
participation of school children and believe this is a
great opportunity to promote after school activities
that focus on fun and fitness.

The start/finish area will be at the western side of
Dorrington Park, next to the North’s Hockey
Clubhouse. A first aid officer will be in attendance
and the facilities of the hockey club will be available
for use.
