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Dear Parents and Caregivers, 
 
I commence this week with a correction. In last week’s newsletter I referred to the efforts of Oliver Ritchie 
making the state trials in AFL. In fact this is not the case; he will be attending the nationals in Maryborough. 
What an outstanding result. Congratulations and my apologies for not having this correct last week. 
 
You will have received by now your child’s semester report card. The purpose of the report is to communicate 
to families the progress a student is making. Parents can get excited, joyful, disappointed or annoyed with 
their children for the results reported to them. Please remember that this report is a reflection of how your child 
is progressing and in most cases the students are doing the best they can do. 
 
As a result, I would encourage you to discuss with your children how they feel about their report and what they 
might like to celebrate and aim to improve in the second half of the year. After all, this piece of paper is an 
indication of their performance. Please also note that teachers can only provide results on what they see 
evidence of. In some cases a students may have potential that is not demonstrated through the completion of 
assessment items although both teacher and parent believe that the child is capable. It is important to 
encourage our children to be brave and allow themselves to feel the discomfort we all feel when we learn 
something new. We must support them to take that risk, make a mistake, get it wrong or discover they can do 
it. They also need to learn that sometimes we need to try more than once. 
 
Sousa (2006) discusses a helpful level of anxiety. Hunter (2004) also states that processing time can be 
improved by creating a “level of concern”. Provided the learner is not feeling threatened by the learning 
situation, performance is improved if there is a level of anxiety. 
 
Craft (2000, p116) describes classrooms that foster creativity as “allowing mistakes, and encouraging 
experimentation, openness and risk taking”. She discusses the need for curriculum to be problem based and 
learning environments that focus on supporting students to build new knowledge and skills from prior learning. 
She also supports a constructivist approach that has explicit expectations and standards and identifies one of 
the key attributes required for life in the 21st century will be creativity. 
 
I think we can all agree our curriculum does encourage students to solve problems to some extent and we 
also celebrate creativity in our classrooms, however, our children do need to be allowed and expect to feel a 
level of anxiety and tension associated with learning. This applies to learning about the academic, social and 
emotional aspects of their life. 
 
In discussing your child’s semester report with them I encourage each of you to let your child take ownership 
for it, discuss areas of concern with the teacher if you wish, but also ensure the report does not become a tool 
for blame. It is simply a reflection of where they find themselves at the moment and may assist in making the 
future path clearer through some celebrating and goal-setting. 
 
Congratulations to all of our students for their work this term and to my staff who make every effort to provide 
learning programs that are interesting, engaging and set high expectations for our children. 
 
The Annual School (AOP) is now complete and will be available on the school website from tomorrow. Early 
next term hardcopies will be available at Reception should you wish to read The AOP. Elsewhere in the Mirror 
is a data table which indicates the outstanding results our students achieve in 2008. Once again these results 
reinforce the good teaching practise, strong support programs, balanced curriculum programs and high 
expectations of our staff.
