Dear Parents and Caregivers, 
 
The waiting is almost over. Yesterday I had final confirmation that the Hall and Resource Centre that I have 
spoken of previously have had final approval. 
 
These two facilities will be located within the school grounds on the same level as the majority of school 
buildings. This has been achieved through some creative designs and thinking. 
 
The Hall will be located behind the ANZAC Garden connecting to the bitumen play area. The ANZAC Garden 
will be relocated including the “Lone Pine” descendent tree. The Hall will be shaped to run along the curve of 
the embankment and will include toilet, storage and kitchen facilities. The building will cantilever over the 
embankment and as a result will not impact on the oval space and its amenity. 
 
The Resource Centre will sit in the space between the present Music Room and Library. This facility will have 
a connection through to La Piazza ensuring disabled access. The Resource Centre will also be linked through 
the rear door of the present Library providing disabled access to this building as well. The Resource Centre 
will include preparation areas, audio visual, teaching and learning spaces in an open plan design to allow for 
greater flexibility. The placement of the Resource Centre has again been determined to minimise any impact 
on the flat and useful playing spaces for students. 
 
Unfortunately there will be some impact on trees in our school grounds. However, part of the plan includes 
plantings adjacent to our neighbours behind the new Resource Centre to reduce the visual impact of the 
structure. The construction company have also employed an arboreal consultant to provide advice on 
minimising the impact on trees in these areas. 
 
Whilst some trees will be affected it was decided in discussions with staff and the P&C that the locations of the 
buildings were preferred to maximise the benefit to our students and community whilst minimising the impact 
on present play areas or the oval. 
 
This is an exciting time and I am sure that any discomfort we experience through the building process will be 
offset by the opportunities these new facilities will provide to our students and community. 
 
In addition we have also secured our position in the “Solar and Energy Efficiency” program. As part of this 
program we will be receiving solar panels that will be fitted to the roof of the administration block, replacement 
energy efficient fluorescent lighting and energy efficient information technology solutions. This links very nicely 
with the work undertaken by the P&C last year through the Environmental Committee. Thanks again to this 
group for the work and contacts they have established for our school. 
 
Finally on facilities we are about to have our front fence replaced. This fence seems very low in height and is 
in need of attention. Over the coming weeks it will be replaced with a 1.8m high fence that will of strong pool-
fence-type construction rather than mesh. I expect that it will be ‘Rainworth Green’ in colour. A gate will also 
be placed at the front steps. 
 
Moving to our students again I wish to congratulate two of our students who have been selected for the 
Metropolitan North Region softball team. Congratulations Quinlan Blaskovich and Daniel Lobsinger. 
 
Congratulations as well to our girls soccer team, Year 6 boys soccer team and the Year 7 boys soccer team 
who have made the finals to be played this Friday. Our netballers have also played well, achieving their best 
throughout the season. What an excellent result for Rainworth students! The finals will be held at the following 
locations and times this Friday: 
Girls soccer Hilder Road State School 1.00pm 
Year 6 boys soccer (Game 2) and Year 7 boys soccer (Game 1) at The Gap Soccer Club beginning at 
1.00pm.

Please advise in writing, via the GREEN BOX, no 
later than Monday 3 August, if you do not  consent to 
your child attending this event. Otherwise I will 
assume that all of our singers from Years 3 to 7 will 
be attending and I will advise final numbers to 
Regional Office Tuesday 4 August. 
 
This event is a full day of choral work with our singers 
who will sing as part of a massed choir under the 
direction of Mr Gary Holley, an experienced choral 
conductor and educator. Joining him at the 
workshops will be accompanist Mr David Mibus. 
Music teachers and staff from nine schools will also 

be attendance to supervise students; parent 
supporters will also attend. 
 
There is much song material to be covered so each 
student will be given a ‘home practice’ CD to assist 
with learning the alto or soprano parts to each song. 
Each student is aware of their part. CDs along with a 
music folder will be distributed to the students on 
Monday and MUST be brought to the rehearsals on 
Wednesday 5 August as well as to the Choral Fest 
event. (I can hear your mirth at my stating the 
obvious…however it has happened that band 
students have arrived for a concert and managed to 
forget their instruments and music…a younger MK 
managed to do it at least twice!)  
 
Uniform requirements for Choral Fest will be FULL 
school uniform. Students will be able to take their 
school bags to the event so please ensure that 
students have plenty of water, two snacks and lunch.  
Afternoon tea is provided, however, this alone is not 
adequate as the children sing until at least 6.15pm. 
There are no canteen facilities available . Students 
are encouraged to bring a school jumper. A hat is a 
MUST as well as their Music Folder, pencil and 
eraser. Due to the number of students involved the 
workshops will be closed to parents, except for those 
who are nominated supervisors. The cost for Choral 
Fest is $8.00 per student and will be invoiced to 
parents later next month. 
 
There is no entry fee for audience members to attend 
the concert at the conclusion of the day and the 
doors to the concert hall will open twenty minutes 
prior to the massed choral event. 
 
At the conclusion of the concert I will need to check 
the departure of each child. Students will be 
assembled at the back of the concert hall and will 
wait with me and the parent supervisors until each is 
marked off a roll and collected by a parent. If your 
child is being collected by someone other than a 
parent please send me written notice of these 
arrangements. Arranging transport home from the 
venue is the responsibility of the parents. 
 
An exciting competition has been devised to rename 
Choral Fest. This has come about from the confusion 
between this and another event called Choral 
Fanfare. I encourage all of our imaginative students 
to start thinking of a more suitable name for Choral 
Fest and to place their suggestions in a box at the 
venue. Vouchers are on offer as rewards for entering 
and winning the Rename Choral Fest Competition .
