Head Lice

Head Lice are frequently an issue for parents and
families. This is particularly true for families of
students in the early years. Recently some of our
students have received information home in regard to
this matter. At this time, | encourage all families to
check their children and commence treatment if head
lice are identified. To assist, a fact sheet has been
included this week. It is published by the Victorian
Department of Human Services. | hope you find it
useful and thank you for your assistance.

Learning about mass and weight

‘Mass’ and ‘weight’ can be challenging concepts for
your child to understand. Mass is the amount of
material that is in an object — mass does not change,
no matter where it is. The weight of an object may
change depending on where it is and what is
happening to it.

There are a number of activities you can do at home
with your child to help improve his or her
understanding of these concepts:

Gather objects of different sizes or weights that
can fit into your child’s hand and encourage
them to lift the object up to compare the weight.
Also ask your child to close their eyes so they
do not think that the larger object has to be
heavier — then discuss what you have
discovered

Show your child how weight and mass can
change with certain objects. You could blow up
a balloon with air and fill another with water to
show your child that the same objects can
measure at a different weight

Ask your child to find objects of a certain weight.
For example to find an object that is heavier
than a toy car, or an object that is as heavy as a
shoe — have your child discuss the findings
encourage your child to predict which items will
be heavier than others and to explain their
reasons

once your child learns about units of
measurement and weight, begin to experiment
with kitchen scales and ask him/her to guess
how much an object will weigh, or ask them to
find objects which would weigh a kilogram — for
example ‘could six apples weigh one kilogram?’
cooking is a great way to experiment with weight
by measuring ingredients

use appropriate language to show that when
comparing two items one will be lighter or
heavier but when comparing three or more
items one will be the lightest or heaviest

It is important to always allow your child to estimate
before they measure something and to know that an
estimate is neither wrong nor right.

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Active School Travel News

One in five Queensland parents has owned-up to
ignoring parking rules in school drop-off and pick-up
zones and three out of five stress about getting their
children to school on time, NRMA Insurance research
has found.

NRMA Insurance Queensland State Manager Brett
Robinson said hectic schedules could be creating
some safety risks for families travelling to and from
school. "As any parent with school-age children
knows, drop-off and pick-up zones during peak times
can be busy at best and chaotic at worst," he said.

"Many parents may, unthinkingly, be saving time at
the expense of their children’s safety. No matter how

rushed and busy we are, we need to put safety
ahead of convenience when it comes to our kids."

NRMA Insurance offers these tips for safe school
drop-offs and pick-ups:

always obey parking restrictions around schools;
always use available pedestrian crossings, and
explain to children this is the safest way to cross the

road;

always supervise children and accompany them
when crossing the road;

teach your child to always look both ways before
crossing a road, even on green ‘walk’ signs or when
cars are stopped at pedestrian crossings;

teach children to be on the lookout for reversing
cars, especially in driveways;

always let children out of the car on the kerb side.
