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Dear parents and other care providers, 
 
I commence this week with a note of congratulations to all the students who have been involved in the 
preparations for the IDEAS Festival tomorrow. 
 
At the beginning of term you will recall I wrote to inform you of a project that we had involved ourselves in for 
the year. The project is being run through the Department of Education, Training and the Arts and has 
provided our students in three of our middle phase classes with a real-life purpose for the work they have 
done this term. 
 
Many of you will also recall we are the only primary school presenting at the IDEAS Festival. Tomorrow is the 
day that all the pieces to this puzzle are drawn together and a number of our students become the presenters 
of a pictorial and dramatic representation of the history of Brisbane with a focus on our city’s river. The oral 
part of the presentation has been developed to tell a story from the viewpoint of Mother Nature in the section 
that focuses on the Indigenous perspectives; supported by an Aboriginal didgeridoo player and guitarist. The 
students from the Queensland Academy for Creative Industries will be supporting the imagery component with 
the inclusion of jam to jam technology. 
 
The presentation moves to focus on a more contemporary history that has been in part inspired by the works 
from the panoramic exhibition on display at the John Oxley Library. This part of the presentation is supported 
by research which students have done into the history of Brisbane; early explorers such as Oxley, significant 
events and changes over time. Part of their focus here has been on the changes to the environment resultant 
from our impact on it and political decisions. 
 
As I said at the Parent Information evenings, our teachers who have driven this project as our Gifted 
Education Mentors (GEMS), have been very brave to do something that is quite unique, but that has had 
some associated real time-line restraints, student learnings and organisational pressures. Congratulations to 
the teachers of our Year 6/7 and 5R classes for their work in this area and best of luck to our presenters 
tomorrow. 
 
This process marks the beginning of our review of the middle years of learning. I look forward to hearing from 
staff and students in the near future about what went well, what didn’t and what could be improved to assist in 
examining our pedagogy and practice. 
 
This week I need to make mention of some safety issues that are causing me quite some concern. These are 
related to the number of cars that are coming into the school grounds. Please note that the school grounds are 
not for public access and the parking areas are available for staff. This assists in reducing the number of cars 
parked on neighbouring roads providing greater access for families dropping-off and picking-up students. 
 
Presently there seems to be an increasing number of vehicles entering the school grounds to park or drop-off 
and collect students. Please note that the school grounds are for staff parking and emergency vehicles only. If 
you have a particular need to use these spaces as a result of project coordination, a medical condition or 
disability, please feel free to contact me as I am giving consideration to some very limited access under 
special circumstances. 
 
My concern in this area is not only staff and emergency vehicle access, but also for the safety of children who 
are not expecting large numbers of vehicles to be entering and leaving the grounds. Your assistance with this 
is appreciated. 
 
Further in this newsletter you will also see some words from the Active Schools Travel Office associated with 
our school. Stacey was witness to a range of traffic concerns outside the school that again impact the safety of 
children and cause the blood-pressure to rise of those people who do the right thing. I question how we can 
expect our children to do the right thing when, as adults, there are some who do not model it.

2 Minute Zones on Boundary Road 

 & Main Avenue 
“I stood and watched behaviour in the Boundary 
Road zone on Monday afternoon and I wish I'd had a 
camera. Not only do parents park in the zone, they 
start another queue parallel to the cars parked in the 
zone. I watched young students walking in between 
cars to get to their car – very dangerous. I'm appalled 
to see what parents allow their children to do! Cars 
travelling up the hill need to cross over onto the other 
side of the road to get past. This area needs serious 
attention and I can't believe there hasn't been an 
incident involving a student being hurt.” (Brisbane 
City Council Active Travel Officer) 
  
If you need to park your car and enter the school 
grounds, please do not park in the 2-minute zone. 
Parking in this zone is illegal and puts our children at 
risk.  
  
2-Minute Passenger Loading Zone stands for : 
  
·        2 minutes only, loading the front two cars only;  
·        Make sure you watch out for each other;  



·        Passenger – all siblings together & ready to go;  
·        Luggage off the back and Load through the   
safety door;  
·        Zip on your seatbelt (and zoom, zoom). 
  
If you need to collect your children from school by 
car, have you tried the 2-minute passenger loading 
zone in Main Avenue at the rear of the school? It’s 
not as congested as the zone on Boundary Road and 
with less traffic; it’s a safer area for our children. Let’s 
make our school a safer place for everyone. 
  
Did you know?  
 
Half of all road fatalities occur at impact speeds 
under 55km/h. Inappropriate speeds are just as 
dangerous as high speeds.
