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Dear Parents and Caregivers, 
 
By now you are probably fully aware that the building work for the Hall and Resource Centre has started. The 
fences have been erected and this will be followed by the clearing stage of the project. As stated previously, it 
is unfortunate that a number of trees will need to be removed. However, we have requested that trees are not 
removed unnecessarily. The advice is that in some cases a tree will need removal even if it is not under the 
building footprint as the removal of branches from one side would unbalance the tree and make it unsafe. This 
is obviously a situation we need to avoid. 
 
It is expected that the building time will take us through to the beginning of the next school year. As a result, 
construction will be occurring through Term 4. Please note that presently all car parking on our site has been 
removed to provide access for work vehicles and the maintenance of safe zones for students. A narrow path 
has been created up the main driveway for prams and wheel chairs to provide access to the campus. During 
construction there is to be no pedestrian access through the building site unless prior approval is sought. This 
is to ensure student, staff and community safety. 
 
To assist us, I request that any adult on the school premises report any safety concerns to the office. These 
will be recorded and investigated by our Workplace Health and Safety Officer. Each of these issues will be 
risk-managed as required. 
 
This is an exciting time for our school and I am sure that there will be many challenges as there usually is with 
any building project. However, I know that the results achieved will certainly be worth the temporary 
discomfort. 
 
Last week you will have read of the wonderful achievement of some of our mathematicians gaining second 
and third place in the Schools Maths Challenge. Interestingly this has made me reflect on a collection of 
perceptions that a small number of our parents have presented to me recently. Certainly, whilst I acknowledge 
that our school emphasises creativity, rightly recognised and emphasised through our Triennial School Review 
last year, it seems that perhaps some believe this is all we do. 
 
The reality is that most of a teacher’s time is spent on the basics of literacy and numeracy in all of its forms 
across the curriculum. Our academic achievements this year have been highlighted by the following: 
 
• Two of our teachers were identified for showcasing their talents in English to the rest of the state via 

video footage and recorded vignettes of their teaching practice and interactions with students. 
• Three classes were involved in the Brisbane IDEAS Festival for the Year of Creativity. We were the only 

primary school (State or non-State) to present. 
• Awards in science were won by our students and classes who engaged in a range of science activities 

with DPI in Warwick. 
• Our students achieved firsts in the Italian speaking competition. 
• Numerous awards from Mathletics have been achieved against the backdrop of international competition. 
• Our students were the second primary school in Queensland to provide the correct solution to a science 

based problem that involved in-depth knowledge of the research skills and science processes we teach. 
 
These have all been features of our middle phase of learning, Year 4 – 7 that builds on the strength of our 
Early Years Program. Perhaps we understate the academic and teaching excellence we achieve at our 
school.  It certainly is an aspect of our school that continues to impress me. 
 
Congratulations also to the students who participated in the Strings Extravaganza last week. The concert 
provided at the end of the program was most impressive with students demonstrating improvements in their 
musical ability, rhythm and beat. Well done students and thanks to all of the families and Mrs Dinnis for their 
continued support of this program.

From the Deputy’s Desk… 
 
THE BUILDING PROGR AM  AND S AFE TY 
As most parents would have seen, the Runic Street 
and Boundary Road entrances to the school have 
been cut off to traffic. This means that no cars have 
access to Rainworth during the building construction 
process. This should not affect parents as these 
entrances were always out of bounds when it came 
to pick-up and drop-off of children. It does affect the 
pick-up and drop-off of materials and equipment. This 
has to be done from outside the school boundary and 
goods carried into the school. We are asking that all 
parents speak with their children to reinforce the 
message that safe entry and exit from school is 
available through the provided  designated pathways 
and that all children are to keep to these pathways. 
Take the time to walk your child to school and 
discover the safe ways, they are obvious and clearly 
marked. 
 
We have spoken to all students about the areas that 
are safe within the school during the construction 
process and those areas that are unsafe. All unsafe 
areas are designated building areas and are securely 
fenced off. Staff members will model the correct 
behaviour in regard to safe movement around the 
school campus.  
 
B ATTERY RE CYCLING Planning some spring 
cleaning over the school holidays? Then don’t forget 
to put aside any flat batteries and bring them to 
school for deposit in the Battery World recycling bin. 
Here’s a tip: When replacing flat batteries, purchase 
rechargeable ones that can be used up to one 
thousand times, making them a much cheaper and 
eco-friendly alternative to single-use batteries. 
 
Rechargeable batteries contain nickel cadmium 
(toxic) or nickel metal hydride (semi toxic) or lithium 
ion (safe). These chemicals and other materials in 
the battery can be recycled to produce new batteries. 
Please remember to Think Green  - REDUCE and 
REUSE your waste, (with rechargeable batteries) and 
then ACT PURPLE when they go flat RECYCLE by 
placing in the Battery World purple recycling bin at 
school.

Cons ide r  th i s…  Musicians have bigger brains. 
Professional musicians have more grey brain cells 
than both amateur musicians and folk with no musical 
talent whatever, according to scientists, who suggest 

it may have something to do with all the complicated 
finger or mouth movements. 
 
“We compared the brain structures of the three 
groups and found a connection between the degree 
of musical training and the varying amount of grey 
material,” said Christian Gaser of Jena University in 
Germany. 
 
The extra cells were not just in hearing regions of the 
brain but also in parts responsible for sight and 
generating movement. However, Gaser said the 
greater number of cells did not mean professional 
musicians were more intelligent. 
 
Past brain students have established which parts of 
the brain are active while an instrument is being 
played. The new study was the first to survey the 
structure of the whole brain in musicians. 
 
The scientists said most professionals have been 
playing their instrument since early childhood and 
need highly developed hearing and fine-motor skills. 
 
Most musicians in the West have to rapidly convert 
visual information from printed music into finger and 
mouth movements. 
 
Gaser said a fresh study was aimed at discovering if 
the professional musicians’ brain structures were 
there at birth – the nature theory – or developed 
through education – the nurture explanation. He said 
it looked as if the effect came from practice, but this 
had never been proven.
