Last week we had a number of students attend the Regional Cross Country competition. Congratulations to 
Griffin Blaskovich, Oliver Ritchie and Jesse Beaumont on being selected to participate at this level. This is an 
honour in itself; however, by all accounts our students competed well and should celebrate their achievement. 
Well done to all. 
 
This week also commenced with a number of our avid scientists, under the watchful eye of Mrs Butler, place 
thirteenth in ‘Murder Under the Microscope’ alongside other Queensland competitors. This is an online 
Science program. In total there were over one thousand three hundred teams from Australia, Malaysia and 
New Zealand. Our students were also competing with high school students. What a fabulous result. Well done 
to the students involved in this project and thanks to Mrs Butler for the work she has done with them in this 
area.

It was wonderful to see all of our younger 
students, including our Preps, enjoying the experience. Whilst the competition was not for points, awards or 
trophies, each participating student received a certificate. This was a rewarding morning organised by Mrs 
Butters, our PE teacher, and supported by Mr Sampson who has been preparing the grounds for our major 
sports days next week. 
 
Another highlight of last week was the final presentation of Creative Generation. Wow! I was filled with pride 
as I watched the students from our school, along with over two thousand other performers, present a 
spectacular event.

H1N1 In f luenza A (Human Sw ine 
In f luenza)  –  s tuden ts  re tu rn ing  f rom 
V ic to r ia  
 
With the escalation of H1N1 Influenza A (Human 
Swine Influenza) in Victoria, the seven-day time-out 
period for school students and children in early 
childhood education and care centres has been 
expanded to include those coming to Queensland 
from Victoria. 
 
The expansion of the seven-day time-out period to 
include Victoria aims to help protect Queensland 
students against the spread of Human Swine 
Influenza. 
 
It means students returning from visits to Victoria will 
now face the same expectations for time-out as 
students arriving in Queensland from the United 
States of America, Canada, Panama and Japan, who 
are asked to observe a seven-day time-out before 
entering a Queensland school. The new guidelines 
were announced last Wednesday 3 June. 
 
If your child is returning from Victoria, or planning a 
visit to Victoria in the near future, please contact the 
school to discuss ways we can minimise the impact 
on their schooling. 
 
Our teachers will provide students with enough work 
and direction so they can continue their studies from 
home for the five days of school they could miss. 
 
The best way all of us can help prevent the spread of 
infection this ‘flu season is by ensuring that everyone 
in your household, and at school, practises good 
hygiene including: 
 

 Coughing or sneezing into tissues. 
 Disposing of used tissues immediately after use. 
 Washing hands frequently with liquid soap or 

alcohol-based gel. 
 Washing hands prior to and after touching your 

eyes, nose or mouth.
