Academic and behaviour information — we aim for each class to be balanced
Other social observations — sometimes students spend a good deal of time competing with or
relying on peers so moving them around can assist with personal growth
Work habits
Staffing ratios and class sizes
Multi-age classes and students who may be suited to this learning environment
Gender balance where possible. At times classes can be out of balance because of our student
population
Parent preferences regarding social, emotional and academic considerations

As you can see it is not a simple process of “pick and choose”. However, your input is valuable in assisting us
to make the best decisions we can.

As a final note you may like to speak with your child’s class teacher for their views. It is also important to note
that given all of the information considered it is not necessary to return a form if you do not wish to do so. This
is simply an opportunity to be part of the process.

This week we had the pleasure of hosting Dr Ken Rigby, a leading academic working in the area of “bullying”.
Whilst here, Dr Rigby reflected on the work that has been done in relation to our student leadership program
and Responsible Behaviour Plan. Dr Rigby is presently working with Education Queensland to provide support
and advice on professional development, School practice and various support modes related to the issue of
bullying. Our school is one of the schools included in his review.

| am pleased to report he was supportive of our school direction and the work being undertaken by staff and
Administration. He was also encouraging of the proactive and reactive balance to our program and the
connection within our community. During his visit Dr Rigby met with a number of staff as well as Stephen and
me. He has provided us with some further information that will assist us to continue refining our Draft
Responsible Behaviour Plan prior to publication. We look forward to his return in approximately six weeks.

Congratulations and my sincere thanks to the staff and parents who have worked so diligently on both the
Student Leadership Program and the Responsible Behaviour Plan. It is through our efforts working together
that we are able to achieve such direction. Thank you.

Finally this week | would like to congratulate Ms Ryan on an outstanding effort. As one of our Gifted Education
Mentors, Jo-Anne participated in the regional Expo.

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Selection of 2010 Rainworth School
Captains and Leaders

Just a reminder that the selection for Year 7 Leaders
for 2010 will be very different from past years. | have
repeated some of what | put in last week’s newsletter
for your attention. The Year 6 students have been
through the new process and are busily preparing
their three hundred word application for submission
to Administration on Friday 23 October.

What does the new process look like?
The leadership group will be made up of four teams
of Year 7 students with each team having a definite
focus.
The teams are:

Community Student Welfare

Environment

Sport & Physical Activity

Academic and Creative Arts

Each team will have a team leader who will be a
School Captain (hence four school captains). Also in
each team there will be two Vice Captains. To be
able to become a School captain or Vice Captain
Year 6 students will have to:

1. Submit a three hundred word written
application detailing their chosen team
including details about their interests and
involvement in the area there are
nominating for.

2. Be short listed for a position. Only twelve
students will be in the final shortlist.

3. The twelve short listed students will then
prepare a speech for assembly.

4. Be voted in to a position by the Rainworth
student body in Years 5 and 6, and staff.

All applicants for leadership positions (School and
Vice Captains) need to have their three hundred word
application handed in by Friday 23 October . All
applicants will be interviewed by Administration and
representatives from the teaching staff on Friday 30
October .

A few weeks ago the Student Council voted to
sponsor another child from Uganda. Her name is
Sandra Apio and her birth date is 28 February 2000.
Her favourite games are jumping games.

The project that we will be assisting with is the Aboke
Project. Children in Sandra’s community face many
challenges. The region has been deeply affected by
years of conflict. This instability, combined with a lack
of tools and farming skills, makes it difficult for them
to grow enough to feed their families. As a result,
many children are malnourished. Unsafe drinking
water and poor sanitation has lead to the spread of
preventable illnesses like dysentery, and malaria.
There is limited access to health care and a lack of
medical supplies. Many children miss out on an
education because schools have been abandoned
during times of conflict and they now lack basic
facilities and equipment.

Access to clean water for the community
A new health clinic and equipment
Improvements to sanitation and hygiene



New classrooms and school furniture

Training in farming skills to increase family
income

Children’s health and nutrition education for
parents
