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Dear Parents and Caregivers, 
 
I hope you all enjoyed the vacation with your children. It seems they have returned rested and full of energy, 
ready to face the challenges of Term 3. 
 

 
Over the vacation the P&C, under the leadership of Mr Peter Thompson, completed work in the Prep 
playground. This work was funded by the Queensland Government’s Gambling Community Benefit Fund 
which provided $18 910 to Rainworth State School’s Parents and Citizens Association for the provision of the 
new sandpits in Prep and turf in the surrounding areas. 
 
My greatest thanks go to Peter who also coordinated this project with our facilities branch to ensure that 
drainage work and the P&C project were able to occur concurrently achieving a great result. 
 
Presently there is a still a large area of Prep taped off to allow the turf to grow. However, this has provided a 
wonderful opportunity for our Prep students to commence their integration with the rest of the school as they 
access the oval and basketball courts during lunch breaks under the supervision of our Prep staff. 
 
The students have also really taken to the new sandpits and are enjoying the space; dinosaur caves have 
been developed in the digging patch! It really is quite exciting to see the new level of interaction and 
exploration. 
 
Thanks to the P&C and the Community Benefit Fund for the completion of this project. It has certainly created 
a wonderful enhancement to the Prep area. 
 
On Monday our staff attended a range of sessions with approximately three hundred teachers and 
administrators of schools from The Mount Coot-tha Cluster. During the day we had the pleasure of listening to 
Dr Michael Carr-Gregg, Psychologist, and Mr Mark Campling, Assistant Director General School Performance, 
as they discussed a range of issues that affect our students, families and schools. 
 
Feedback from staff has been very positive with a variety of key messages and issues being identified. Some 
of these were: 
 
·  Maintaining a student orientation 
·  Build positive relationships 
·  A teacher’s relationship with the children determines their academic success 
·  Be optimistic 
·  Learning and curriculum needs to be deep and narrow not broad and thin 
·  Eight hours of English and five hours of Maths each week 
·  We must take charge in guiding our children through a world of technology, the good, the bad and the 

ugly. Know what your children are doing 
·  Parents must play a key role in setting discipline and boundaries and ensuring good sleep and nutrition 

for children. Be a parent not a friend. 
 
These are a number of the key issues and ideas that teachers took from the day. Over the coming terms we 
will be exploring these more as they relate to our school. However, I share these with you as they may also be 
topics you may like to discuss as a community.

Feedback from the parent session with Dr Carr-
Gregg also indicates that the content was interesting, 
insightful and entertaining. I am pleased that we were 
able to provide families this opportunity and thank 
The Gap State High School for hosting the session 
on behalf of the Mount Coot-tha Cluster. 
 
We commence this term with two reviews. The first is 
a review of our behaviour processes and 
“Responsible Behaviour Plan” and the other is 
focused on the student leadership process. 
Elsewhere in the Mirror there will information 
provided inviting community members to express 
interest in the behaviour process. The student 
leadership process will be developed in consultation 
with staff, students and parents who I hope to identify 
through P&C processes.

From the entries received 
only six schools received awards. Congratulations to 
these classes on being honoured a “Highly 
Commended” award and to Emma Bills who won a 
first prize for her design concept for cereal 
packaging. Congratulations also go to our teaching 
staff and parents who supported the learning that 
took place; a wonderful result. 
 
Finally this week I welcome back Rose-Marie 
Campbell and Jenny Warner (returning next 
Wednesday) who have been on extended leave. This 
is shaping up to be another exciting term and I look 
forward to seeing our students continue to build on 
the results from their reports last term.
