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Dear Parents and Caregivers,

| would also like to make special mention of the Year 7 leaders. A good number of students assisted by taking
the adults and their children around the school; they did an exceptional job and the visitors all commented on
their manners, knowledge and helpfulness. Well done to all of them.

This week we also enjoyed success at the Queensland Youth Music Awards. Our senior choir, Rainworth
Voices, won the heat following their performance at Aspley State High School. | was certainly waiting in
anticipation to hear how our students went and was delighted to hear Moira Killen's excitement when she
expressed “We won!”

Well done to our music teachers and in particular the students who performed. It is terrific to see our children
doing well in music, sporting and academic areas.

Last weekend many of you may have noticed that our school was recognised for its great results in the Year 2
Net and the Year 3, 5, and 7 tests. | would like to congratulate all of the staff who contributed to these results.
In saying this it must also be noted that the published results only show a percentage of students below the
benchmarks. In schools that cater for populations of students having English as a second language,
indigenous backgrounds, refugee status, disabilities or who are considered as having come from a
disadvantaged background then a higher percentage of students will be identified.

It must also be noted that in considering these results, history tells me that there can be changes in
percentage between one group of students tested and the next in relation to those below the benchmark.
These changes do not necessarily affect the school averages overall. Shortly we will be publishing our data for
2008. This will be on our website by the end of this term. Once again it is very good data. It will be interesting
to see how these results compare.

Whilst there is cause to celebrate these wonderful results, they must also be considered within the context of
the community, family expectations and support and the work of the school and its teaching staff.

As stated a number of weeks ago, “These are a narrow focused set of tests that look at generating point-in-
time data on student performance. They do not measure creativity, the ability to engage meaningfully with a
unit of work or problem, extend thinking or develop deep knowledge, nor do they encourage the development
of intellectual qualities for the future or examine broad curriculum issues or content. Essentially they provide
an accountability function for aspects of numeracy and literacy that are important but not representative of the
whole picture of what schools do.”

Finally on an administrative note, please be aware that if your child requires medication to be administered at
school it must be done so through the Office staff with appropriate supporting documentation. Over-the-
counter medications cannot be administered; only those that have been prescribed by a doctor and which
display the pharmacy information and details of dosage. Medications will be kept in the Office during the
school day and students are required to report to the Office at the time medication is required. Parents are
required to sign an ‘Authority to Administer Medication’ which is subsequently retained on file. Medication
cannot be administered by class teachers, and in most cases students are not to administer medication
themselves.

Please also remind your children that school phones can only be used in cases of emergency or if lunch has
been left at home. Frequently we receive requests from students to use phones to organise out-of-hours
activities or contact families because something has been left at home. Organisation skills are very important
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for our children to learn. Sometimes these are
learned the hard way by missing out or getting into
trouble for not being organised. Please encourage
your children to take responsibility for being
organised by supporting them at home. We will
support them here by ensuring that natural
consequences are followed through, with the
exception of emergencies and forgotten lunches.
Your assistance will be greatly appreciated.
