Business and Industry Standards
Curriculum Leaders
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Other considerations that will shape the Australian
Curriculum include the need:

»  For the curriculum to be feasible for teachers to
reduce further overcrowding

» To make clear what has to be taught and

learned

To set high standards

To build on firm foundations

To value teachers’ professional knowledge

To reflect local contexts

To use a strong evidence base of what works
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Presently the focus of development for the Australian
Curriculum is English, Maths, History and Science;

LA FESTA DELLLA MAMMA
Did you know that the Ancient Romans also
celebrated a kind of Mothers’ Day?

Matronalia (aka Matronales Feriae) was a festival
celebrating the goddess of childbirth (Juno - who
brings children into the light), motherhood and of
women in general. Women received gifts from their
husbands and daughters and Roman husbands were
expected to offer prayers for their wives.

As an interesting aside, women were also expected
to prepare the meals for the household slaves who
were given the day off.

Prior to the reform of the Roman calendar by Julius
Caesar this occasion was also the first day of the
new year (1st March).

Our modern celebration for mothers dates back to
1912 when the terms “Mothers’ Day” and “Second
Sunday in May” were trademarked by Anna Jarvis in
the United States of America.

On this date some 70 countries around the world
(including Italy and Australia) have agreed to
celebrate motherhood. Some interesting exceptions
are the United Kingdom and Ireland (fourth Sunday in
Lent) and France (last Sunday in May).

But whatever the date, one thing we all agree we
need to be saying is “Grazie mille mamma, ti voglio
tanto bene!”
